The phonics skill for this week is reading and spelling words with suffixes ed and ing with unchanging base words.

When “ed” is added to a base word that ends with “t” or “d” the “e” is pronounced thus adding a syllable. Some examples are: landed, rested, ended, printed, and started.
Otherwise the “ed” only adds a sound and is pronounced as a /d/ as in splashed, filled, blinked, and picked, or sometimes as a /t/ as in asked, missed, sniffed, and jumped.
Other words that may be on the quiz are:  

asking, boxing, drinking, ending, standing, selling, marching
